SL 1.1 Management of Shoreline

Shoreline Management Policy

The objective of this policy is to manage Municipal Reserve-Waterfront within
the boundaries of the Summer Village. It is related to the placement and
storage of piers, docks, boat lifts, buoys and other structures as well as the
movement of watercraft in front of and/or on reserves, parks and any other
municipal property under the direction of council.. This policy covers policy
and procedure which ensures compliance with the requirements of Transport
Canada regarding the Navigable Waters Protection Act and the Rochon Sands
Shoreline Management Plan.
a) The boat lift or pier cannot be placed more than 30m from any shore;
b) The boat lift or pier must be marked with yellow reflective material
(or lights) on all four sides; and
c) Proof of consent from the upland property owner must be obtained
and provided.

The policy is in accordance with the Navigable Waters Protection Act.

This policy applies to the Summer Village and future boards and commissions,
agencies and other organizations that will fall within the reporting entity of the
Summer Village.

1. No boat lift, dock, pier, buoy or other structure may be placed in a manner
S0 as to impede launching activities.

2. Boat lifts, piers, docks, buoy or other structures may be placed on the land
or in the water at all public reserves, parks and other public land subject to
the following conditions:

a.  Where Rochon Sands is the upland property owner or designate, a site
plan showing the location of the pier, dock, boat lift, buoy or other
structure must be submitted to and approved by the summer village and
Transport Canada office prior to the placement of any structure.

b. Efforts are to be made to co-ordinate placement with other residents as
well as the sharing of piers and docks to reduce congestion. Number of
boat lifts, docks, piers, buoy or other structures in front of municipal
property may be limited to avoid congestion and permit swimming,
wading, etc. (aquatic activities).




c. Boat lifts, docks or piers are to be marked with yellow reflective
material (or lights) on all four sides.

d. Boat lifts cannot be placed more than 30 metres from any shore. Piers
or docks cannot extend beyond 30 metres from the shore.

e. Boat lifts, docks and piers are to be clearly marked as to the owner’s
identity.

f. Boat lifts docks and piers are to be stored during the winter months in
such a manner as not to prevent access to the lake or to cause damage to
vegetation and must be removed from the water by October 1%,

g. Boat lifts, docks, piers or other structures not placed in the water prior
to June 1* shall be removed to the owner’s property. Unidentified
structures will be disposed of by the S.V.

3. The CAO or designate shall issue a Letter of Consent to any person
requesting to place a boat lift, dock, pier or other structure in the waters
directly in front of any public reserve, provided the above conditions are
satisfied or approved.

4. Failure to comply with this policy may result in removal and disposal of the
boat lift, pier or other structures at the owner’s expense.

5. Appeals may be made to Council in writing and will be dealt with in an
expedient manner.

Owners of lakefront property in any lake must also comply to Transport Canada criteria and the
Navigable Waters Protection Act. If you own lakefront property, you must have consent from
Transport Canada to place your boat lift, dock, pier or other structure in the water in front of
your property. The lake is public property and you must have permission. You cannot place items
more than 30m from any shore, must mark items with yellow reflective material (or lights ) on all four
sides and have proof of consent from Transport Canada. Information and relevant forms are
available from: Navigable Waters Protection, 1100 9700-Jasper Avenue, Edmonton, AB T5J
4E6.

Shoreline Management Policy Criteria for the
Summer Village of Rochon Sands (SVRS)

Three Levels of Approvals

e Level A for On Lake Ratepayers of the SVRS (Lakefront).
e Level B for Back Lot Ratepayers of the SVRS.

e Level C for Non Ratepayers of the SVRS providing A & B have been accommodated
with municipal approval

Level A (On Lake Ratepayers SVRS)

e To place a pier and/or boat or seadoo hoist must have written permission of the Upland Property
Owner (SVRS).

e Pier and/or boat or seadoo hoist must be set up within a minimum of 3m of the SVRS access side
property boundary and /or the Upland Property Owners side boundary. Note if property is
immediately adjacent to a public access pier and/or boat or seadoo hoist must be a minimum of
3m from side property boundary next to the public access. Exceptions may be considered when
written agreements are made with adjacent property owners.

e  Must be a minimum of 6m from other piers.

e Preference is to have a minimum of 2 SVRS ratepayers on a pier. Approval may require the On
Lake applicant to accept a minimum of 1 Back lot Ratepayer who is looking for pier space.
Access to the pier by the Back lot Ratepayers would be by existing SVRS accesses.

Level B (Back Lot Ratepayers SVRS)

e To place a pier and/or boat or seadoo hoist must have written permission of the Upland Property
Owner (SVRY) in consultation with the immediate lakefront property owner and set up within a
minimum of 3m of the SVRS access side property boundary and /or the Upland Property Owners
side boundary. If more than 1 group of Back lot SVRS ratepayers want to set up on a SVRS
access the following criteria will be used. Consideration of first choice to existing groups, second
to back lot ratepayers whose property is close, third to other ratepayers of SVRS and forth to
Level C applicants.

e  Must be a minimum of 6m from other piers.

e Preference to have a minimum of 2 SVRS ratepayers on a pier.

Level C (Non Ratepayers of SVRS)

e To place a pier and/or boat or seadoo hoist must have written permission of the Upland Property
Owner (SVRS) in consultation with the immediate lakefront property owner and set up within a
minimum of 3m of the SVRS access side property boundary and /or the Upland Property Owners
side boundary. Re setting up within the SVRS access will only be approved if no Back lot Lake
Ratepayers apply to set up within the SVRS access. If more than one group of Non Ratepayers
wants to set up on a SVRS access the following criteria will be used. Consideration to existing
groups, second choice to Non Ratepayers whose property is close e.g. Rochon Sands Estates and
third to residents of Buffalo View Estates.

e Must be a minimum of 6m from other piers.

e Preference of 2 Non ratepayers on a pier.



Duration of SVRS Approvals

Level A and B are ongoing and will only need to be reissued if

e On Lake Property Ownership changes

e Failure to meet the conditions set by the SVRS or Navigable Waters
Level C must be applied for every 3 years or if

e On Lake Property Ownership changes

e Failure to meet the conditions set by the SVRS or Navigable Waters

Approval Conditions

e Pier or hoist placement and set up must receive approval from SVRS and Navigable Waters.
Inform in writing the SVRS of any ownership changes within a group.
Pier and/or boat or seadoo hoist must be maintained in a safe condition and responsibility and
liability for same remains with the owner. Maintenance and operation of piers is solely the
owner’s responsibility.
No piers shall be set up as a commercial venture (marina).
All excess pier material and hoist must be removed from SVRS Property no later than June 1*.
e All pier material and hoists removed from the lake must be stored so as not to block village

access and must be stored off the beach. No material is to be stored on village property by
October 1.

Approval Process

e Application forms must be obtained from the SVRS administration office. All applications and
approvals will be in written form.

e Completed application forms along with the appropriate non-refundable application fee must be
submitted to the SVRS administration office for approval.

e If an application is turned down the reasons for not approving the application will be given.

e [f the application is approved a letter of permission will be given to support your application to
Navigable Waters

e All approvals are subject to change should the SVRS or Navigable Waters deem it necessary.
Any modifications to the site plans i.e. additions or deletions of boats, watercraft, hoists pier
design or change of vessel identification must be submitted for approval by the SVRS.

e SVRS will maintain a list of ratepayers looking to share a pier that can be given to On Lake
Ratepayer pier applicants who do not meet the criteria of a minimum of 2 ratepayers SVRS per

pier. As stated the operation and maintenance of the pier is strictly the responsibility of the parties

using the pier.
