Background/Proposal/Issue: 

Bylaw No. 178, enacted in 2002, authorized the execution of an agreement with the Rochon Sands Hall & 
Recreation Association (RSHRA) for the management and operation of the Rochon Sands Community Hall 
and associated tennis courts. 

In 2022, the RSHRA proposed amendments to this agreement and submitted a draft to the then-CAO for 
consideration. In April 2025, the current CAO attended an RSHRA Board meeting to review and discuss 
the proposed updates. A draft Community Hall Agreement Bylaw was shared with the Board at that time. 

Council received and reviewed this draft agreement in the May 13, 2025 Council Agenda package. The 
document has remained unchanged since its presentation to Council. 

A notable update in the proposed 2025 agreement is a change in how utilities are handled: utility accounts 
for the Hall would be transferred to the Summer Village of Rochon Sands, which would then invoice RSHRA 
for reimbursement. This adjustment allows both parties to benefit from the discounted utility rates 
available to municipalities through the ABMunis utility program. 

On June 16, 2025, Shawna Benson, President of the RSHRA, confirmed that the RSHRA Board passed a 
motion accepting the Community Hall Agreement as presented. 
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Discussion/Options/Benefits/Disadvantages: 

• Financial Implications: 
o Leveraging municipal utility rates will result in cost savings for both the RSHRA and the 

Summer Village. 
• Operational Implications: 

o Adoption of the Community Hall Agreement Bylaw will modernize and update the Hall 
Agreement, aligning it with current administrative practices.

THAT the Treasurer of the Association or Treasurer 
pro-tem shall keep financial records including: a 
monthly financial statement, a cheque register and a 
bank reconciliation. 

 
THAT the Treasurer of the Association or Treasurer 
pro-tem shall file copies of all financial records with 
the Council of the Summer Village of Rochon Sands 
on a monthly basis. 

THAT the Association provide Council with an audited 
financial statement no later than two months after 
the Association’s fiscal year-end. 

 

THAT the Council review the Association’s operations 
yearly at the March meeting of Council. 

 

THAT the Council or the Association not request 
termination of this agreement without just cause. 

and Liability insurance. The Association would pay 
the village each year for the invoiced amount to 
cover the cost of insurance.

THAT the Treasurer of the Association keep 
financial records including: a monthly financial 
statement, a cheque register and a bank 
reconciliation. 

 

THAT the Treasurer of the Association shall file 
copies of all financial records with the Council of 
the Summer Village of Rochon Sands on a yearly 
basis. 

 

THAT the Association provide Council with an 
audited financial statement no later than six 
months after the Association’s fiscal year end. 

 

THAT the Council review the Association’s 
operations yearly at the March meeting of Council 

 

g. The Association shall provide Council with 
an audited financial statement within six (6) 
months of the Association’s fiscal year end. 

 
 
 
3.2. Responsibilities of the Summer Village 

a. The Summer Village shall pay utility 
expenses (electricity and natural gas) related to 
the Hall and shall invoice the Association for 
fifty percent (50%) of the total annual utility 
costs. 
b. The Summer Village shall be responsible 
for major structural or mechanical repairs, 
including but not limited to repairs related to 
the building envelope, HVAC systems, water 
well, and septic system. 
c. The Summer Village shall maintain 
comprehensive insurance coverage for the Hall, 
including building, contents, and liability 
coverage. The Association shall reimburse the 
Summer Village annually for the invoiced 
amount of the insurance premium applicable to 
the Hall. 
 
 

4. Annual Review 
Council shall review the operations and 
performance of the Association annually, 
following submission of the audited financial 
statement. 
 
 

5. Termination or Amendment 
This agreement shall remain in effect until 
terminated by either party with just cause and 
upon mutual written agreement. 
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This Bylaw shall come into force and effect upon the 
date of the passing of the third and final reading and 
signing thereof. By passing Bylaw178, Bylaw 123 and 
Bylaw 58 are hereby rescinded.

Title: Award of Contract – Village Square Washroom Facility 

Agenda Item Number: 6.2 

 

Background 

Council previously directed Administration to pursue the development of a permanent, public 
washroom facility in Village Square. To support this initiative, the Summer Village secured a 
Municipal Sustainability Initiative (MSI) Capital Grant of up to $80,000. 

The intent is to install a durable, accessible, low-maintenance, and four-season washroom in 
Village Square, located southeast of the garbage bin area. The facility will enhance usability of 
the park space and accommodate year-round residents and visitors. 

 



RFD – Award of Contract – Village Square Washroom Facility Page 2 

Project Requirements 

The Village Square washroom must meet the following design and functional specifications: 

• Full accessibility and compliance with the Alberta Building Code 
• Weather-resistant, vandal-resistant, and low-maintenance materials 
• Energy-efficient and sustainable features (e.g., solar lighting) 
• Four-season usability 
• Aesthetic design that aligns with existing Village Square elements 

 

Evaluation Criteria 

Submitted proposals were evaluated based on: 

• Vendor qualifications and relevant experience 
• Adherence to functional and design requirements 
• Total cost, including delivery and installation 
• Long-term operating and maintenance implications 
• Timeline for completion 

 

Proposal Review 

Six proposals were received and reviewed by Administration. A summary of submissions was 
provided in the June 10, 2025, Council agenda package for preliminary Council review and are 
attached below. Cost proposals ranged from $50,000 to $130,000. While all met the core 
functional requirements, there was considerable variation in: 

• Scope of included services (e.g., installation, delivery, utilities) 
• Inclusion or exclusion of running water and electrical systems 
• Long-term operating cost implications 

Key consideration: A facility with lower upfront cost may carry significantly higher maintenance 
and utility expenses over time. Administration prioritized cost certainty, durability, and alignment 
with available funding.

Recommended Action: 

Of the six proposals, two were under the available funding envelope: 

• Westcon: $50,000 – excludes delivery, installation, and GST 

• Vortex: $57,000 – includes delivery, installation, and GST 

Both products are deemed of acceptable quality. However, Vortex's proposal offers the most 
complete and cost-certain package. Additionally, Vortex is a local supplier, which may offer 
logistical advantages for service and support. 

Administration recommends that Council award the Village Square washroom contract to Vortex, 
based on the following considerations: 

• Cost Alignment: Vortex’s all-inclusive quote of $57,000 (including installation) is within 
the approved $80,000 MSI grant budget. 

• Local Supplier: Vortex is a local company, which may offer logistical and service 
advantages. 

• Scope of Work: Vortex’s proposal meets all project requirements, including accessibility, 
durability, four-season use, and low-maintenance features. 
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• Comparative Value: Although Westcon submitted a lower base quote of $50,000, their 
proposal excludes delivery, installation, and GST, which would bring total costs above 
Vortex’s all-in price. 

• Product Quality: Administration has no concerns with the quality of either Vortex’s or 
Westcon’s proposed facility. However, Vortex’s full-service offering provides greater 
clarity and cost certainty. 

 

Recommended Motion: 

That Council accept the proposal from Vortex in the amount of $57,000.00, funded through the 
Municipal Sustainability Initiative (MSI) grant, for the design, supply, and installation of a four-
season public washroom facility in Village Square.

3.1 SITE PREPARATION 

1. Contractor to provide clear and level area at a minimum of 610mm wider and longer than the building
with the building situated at the center of the prepared base.

Background/Proposal/Issue: 

In June 2024, the Alberta Government introduced a five-year Golf Cart Pilot Project Regulation, allowing 
municipalities to permit golf cart use on select public roads. This regulation exempts golf carts and their 
operators from specific Traffic Safety Act requirements, provided municipalities pass a bylaw that meets 
the regulation’s criteria and is approved by the Registrar of Motor Vehicle Services. 

The Summer Village of Rochon Sands passed the third reading of Bylaw 269-25 - Golf Cart Pilot Project 
Bylaw on February 11, 2025.  Signage is required by the Alberta Government for the Golf Cart Pilot Project 
to be enacted.   

Council previously agreed to use reserve funds for the golf cart signage costs and directed Administration 
to proceed with the purchase and installation of required signage for the Golf Cart Pilot Project Bylaw. 

Administration is requesting formal approval to transfer $5,000 from the Reserve – Roads account to 
cover the signage purchase and installation. 

Financial Implications: 

• Reserve – Roads account balance as of June 30, 2025: $35,802.00 
• Proposed transfer: $5,000.00 
• Remaining Reserve - Roads account balance: $30,802.00

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AED & Naloxone Training (June 11, 2025) 

An Automated External Defibrillator (AED) and Naloxone training session was held at the Community Hall, 
attended by 13 residents. The session was led by Nolan Rockwell, a paramedic with Stettler District 
Ambulance, which serves Stettler and surrounding rural communities. Participants learned how to 
respond to cardiac arrest and opioid overdose emergencies. Cardiac arrest occurs when a person becomes 
unresponsive and stops breathing normally—requiring immediate AED use to restore heart function. 

There are two publicly accessible AEDs in the Summer Village: one at the Community Hall (south side) and 
one at 8 Choke Cherry Lane. Both locations also have Naloxone kits, used to temporarily reverse opioid 
overdoses. 

 

Canada Day Funding – Department of Canadian Heritage 

On June 5, SVRS was notified that our 2025 Canada Day funding application was unsuccessful. The CAO 
followed up with the Department of Canadian Heritage, seeking clarification. On June 23, Canadian 
Heritage advised that the fireworks, scheduled for June 28, fell outside the July 1 eligibility window— 
rendering the proposal ineligible.  

The Summer Village of Rochon Sands Canada Day Fireworks display has become the largest in Central 
Alberta, and Rochon Sands is now a recognized destination for this celebration. Although the original 
Celebrate Canada application reflected a July 1 fireworks date, the shift to the Saturday evening (June 28, 
2025) was made to better serve the needs of the broader community and enhance the overall experience 
for residents and visitors alike.  It is estimated that approximately 80% more people were able to attend 
the celebration with this change.  An excerpt of the CAO’s response to Canadian Heritage, below, 
emphasized the need for flexibility in the program to reflect local realities:

Emergency Preparedness – Full Scale Exercise (June 18, 2025) 

A full-scale emergency training exercise was recently conducted by the Stettler Regional Emergency 
Management Agency (SREMA) to test inter-agency response capacity and communication during a 
simulated incident. The exercise involved multiple local and regional partners, with the goal of 
strengthening overall preparedness and enhancing emergency management capabilities. 

The scenario simulated a failure of the Dixon Dam on the Red Deer River, emphasizing the potential risks 
to downstream communities and the broader impacts on critical infrastructure—including water and 
wastewater systems, communications, utilities, and major transportation routes such as highways. 

The SVRS Office/Park Manager participated in the exercise as the Situation Unit Leader (SitUL) on the 
SREMA Emergency Management Team. The exercise proved highly informative, offering valuable insights 
and allowing team members to identify operational strengths as well as areas for improvement. The 
lessons learned will significantly contribute to improved coordination and readiness in the event of a real 
emergency. 

 

Recreation Lease Renewal – Alberta Forestry & Parks 

On June 16, Administration met with the provincial Lands Officer to continue with the review 
requirements for the SVRS Recreation Lease renewal. Administration was informed that a wildlife survey 
is now mandated under the Landscape Analysis Tool as part of the Rec Lease Renewal. A senior biologist 
confirmed that only one songbird/breeding bird survey (instead of 2 surveys) was required before July 1. 
The CAO was able to contract CPP Environmental on short notice to perform the wildlife survey prior to 
the July 1 deadline, avoiding a one-year delay in the Rec Lease Renewal process. 

Regarding Alberta Water Act (WA) implications, the Water Administration Technologist reported to the 
Land Officer, that if there are no new developments proposed, there will be no WA-related applications 
required for the REC Lease amendment. If mooring is temporary/seasonal, no WA approval is required. 
Any in-water work like dredging would need approvals under the WA and an application process would 
be required. 

 

Police Funding Model Review 

Alberta is reviewing the provincial Police Funding Model (PFM), which requires small rural municipalities 
to contribute to the cost of policing under the Provincial Police Services Agreement. On June 13, SVRS 
submitted formal feedback to MNP, the firm contracted to facilitate the review. 

SVRS expressed concern that the current model unfairly burdens summer villages—small municipalities 
with seasonal populations, low crime rates, and limited tax capacity. Recommendations included: 

• Capping or exempting municipalities under 1,000 residents 
• Reducing reliance on equalized assessment 
• Expanding credits for seasonal populations 
• Increasing distance-based subsidies 
• Mandating transparency and service metrics for funding contributions 
• MNP confirmed receipt on June 16 and will include SVRS's input in their report to the Province. 
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Parks Day – July 20, 2025 

Parks Day is an annual event held across the province on the third Saturday in July. Rochon Sands 
Provincial Park will again host a Sandcastle Competition on the beach. The CAO submitted the event 
application, and Alberta Parks will promote the event and supply a limited number of giveaways for 
participants. 

 

TELUS Telephone Service Cost Reduction 

TELUS recently increased the monthly telephone charges for both the Summer Village Municipal Office 
and the Rochon Sands Provincial Park Office to $56.00 per location. In response, the Chief Administrative 
Officer contacted TELUS and successfully renegotiated the rates. Effective immediately, each office will 
be billed $28.00 per month under new two-year service agreements, resulting in a 50% cost reduction at 
both sites. 

 

Campspot Uploads Incorrect Campground Map – Urgent Resolution Required 

The Summer Village of Rochon Sands operates two provincial campgrounds: Rochon Sands Provincial Park 
(RSPP) Campground and Narrows Provincial Recreation Area Campground 
Campers reserve RSPP sites through an online reservation system managed by Campspot.  On Friday, June 
27, Campspot was making updates to the RSPP Campground map on their platform. At approximately 
4:30 p.m., Administration identified that Campspot had uploaded the incorrect campground map, 
showing a map of another campground. 
With the Canada Day long weekend approaching, this presented a serious risk of: 

• Campers reserving incorrect or non-existent sites 
• On-site confusion and guest dissatisfaction 

Administration immediately attempted to contact Campspot Customer Service via phone and email, but 
received no response.  Campspot is headquartered in the Eastern US, so it was 7pm on a Friday night at 
this point.  As a final recourse, the CAO directly emailed the three Campspot staff members who had been 
involved in the original onboarding process earlier in the year.  Fortunately, the National Account 
Executive received the message and escalated the issue.  Campspot Support corrected the map by 11:30 
p.m. EST on Friday night, just in time to avoid major disruption to weekend reservations. 
 
Sea-Doo Lifts & Marina Walkway 

At the May 13, 2025 Regular Meeting of Council, Council approved the purchase of a floating dock system 
to support the County of Stettler’s two search and rescue Sea-Doos, with funding to be drawn from 
General Reserves. A budget of up to $14,000 was authorized for this initiative. 

Through the assistance of the Rochon Sands Bay Marina Society President, the Summer Village was able 
to secure used floating dock components for a total cost of $3,000, significantly below the approved 
budget. 

The CAO has been coordinating with the Rochon Sands Bay Marina Society and the County of Stettler to 
install the floating dock system at the end of the Marina walkway and to coordinate insurance and liability 
issues. Installation will proceed once the Marina Society completes the removal of most of the marina 
infrastructure due to current low water levels. 
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New Sign to be Installed at the Park Campground Entrance 

A new campground arrival sign has been ordered to improve communication with both reserved and non-
reserved guests. The current sign is outdated and has caused confusion—particularly for first-time 
visitors—regarding check-in procedures and site information. 

The updated signage will provide clear, step-by-step instructions for guests upon arrival, helping ensure a 
smoother and more welcoming experience for all campers. In addition, we plan to install a weatherproof 
container stocked with park maps, offering convenient, self-serve access to campground layouts, 
amenities, and important visitor information. 

These improvements support our ongoing efforts to enhance guest services and streamline campground 
operations. 

 

Drinking Water Safety – Weekly Testing 

The CAO collects weekly water samples from the Community Hall and Provincial Park Office for submission 
to Alberta Health Services. These samples are tested for E. coli and total coliforms—bacteria that indicate 
potential health risks and contamination. Regular testing ensures that drinking water remains safe for 
public use. 

 

Adding Square Terminal for Park Office 

Administration recently created a Square account to enable debit and credit card transactions at the Park 
Office, offering a more convenient and modern purchasing experience for guests. This upgrade aligns with 
our commitment to improving customer service and accessibility, particularly during peak season when 
guests are often looking for quick and flexible payment options. 

The Square platform was selected for its affordability and competitive transaction fees, which help the 
Village maintain cost-effective operations without passing on additional costs to users. Initially, the park 
was set up to accept tap payments via the Square mobile app, and during the first weekend of use, 
approximately $800 in purchases were successfully processed. 

While the mobile setup offered flexibility, it did not perform consistently in all conditions. To improve 
reliability and professionalism, Administration has since purchased a dedicated Square terminal. The 
terminal is expected to provide a more seamless and dependable payment experience, further enhancing 
guest satisfaction and operational efficiency at the Park Office. 

 

Signage – Hwy 835 (Bar W) 

New signage advertising Bar W has recently been installed near the municipal boundary along Highway 
835. The County of Stettler has confirmed they did not authorize the installation.  On June 12, 2025, the 
CAO contacted Alberta Transportation and Economic Corridors (TEC) to determine whether permission 
had been granted for the sign to be placed within the highway right-of-way. A formal response from TEC 
is still pending.  If the signage is located on municipal land, a development permit would be required under 
the Summer Village's Land Use Bylaw. Council approval would be necessary. However, without a formal 
land survey, it remains unclear whether the sign is located on private property, within the highway right-
of-way, or on municipal lands. 
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Community Hall Agreement 

The Rochon Sands Hall & Recreation Association (RSHRA) Board has approved the proposed Community 
Hall Agreement. This new agreement modernizes the administrative framework and responsibilities 
between the Summer Village and RSHRA. A bylaw to enact the agreement is on the July 8 Council agenda. 

 

All Trails 

On June 25, Administration met with a representative from AllTrails, a widely used digital platform that 
offers trail maps, user reviews, and GPS navigation for outdoor activities such as hiking, biking, and 
walking. AllTrails is trusted by millions of users worldwide and provides a convenient way for residents 
and visitors to discover and safely explore local trail networks. 

The meeting was held in support of Council’s ongoing capital project to improve, map, and promote the 
trail system in and around the Summer Village of Rochon Sands. Partnering with AllTrails would allow the 
Village to digitally map its trails, enhance accessibility, and raise the profile of our local trail network by 
reaching a broader recreational audience through the AllTrails app and website.

Subject: Proclamation of the Access to Information Act and Regulations 
 

The Access to Information Act (ATIA) was proclaimed on June 11, 2025, along with its regulations. With 
the proclamation of the ATIA and its regulations, the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy 
(FOIP) Act has officially been repealed. 
 
There are two regulations that establish the administrative and procedural requirements of the ATIA:   
• Access to Information Regulation, authorized by the Lieutenant Governor in Council, which 

integrates access to information related provisions from the FOIP Regulation and incorporates new 
and revised provisions to provide clarity and outline additional information to support the updated 
legislative requirements under the ATIA.     

• Designation of Public Bodies Regulation, under the authority of the Minister of Service Alberta and 
Red Tape Reduction, is a list of entities that may not definitively meet the requirements 
established in the ATIA definition of a “public body” and need to be explicitly designated (i.e., by 
name) as a public body in this regulation.    

  
The ATIA and its regulations incorporate both existing provisions that were in the FOIP Act, as well as 
new or revised provisions that focus on increased clarity, regulatory accountability, and administrative 
updates.  

  
To support public bodies and Albertans with the implementation of the new ATIA and regulations, 
Service Alberta and Red Tape Reduction has created an ATIA website at https://alberta.ca/access-to-
information-act, which contains resources such as fact sheets, an ATIA Guide, and eCourses, as well as 
other resource materials regarding transitioning from the FOIP Act to the ATIA.   
 
The Government of Alberta will also be hosting townhalls later this summer regarding this new act and 
regulations. A schedule for these townhalls will be provided at a later date.

Police Funding Model Review - Summer Village of Rochon Sands’ Response to MNP and the Government of Alberta 

The Alberta Government is making changes to the police funding model. It requires rural and small urban municipalities 
that receive police services under the Provincial Police Services Agreement (PPSA) to contribute to the ever-increasing 
costs. The Government of Alberta (GOA) is conducting a review of the Police Funding Model (PFM) from May to July. An 
independent contractor (MNP) is leading the review process. How does the Provincial Police Services Agreement affect 
small municipalities like summer villages?  

The Provincial Police Services Agreement can have significant negative impacts on small municipalities like Alberta’s 
summer villages, especially under the current and evolving Police Funding Model. 

Core Message: “The current Police Funding Model under the PPSA places an unsustainable and inequitable burden on 
Alberta’s smallest municipalities, like summer villages, which have limited financial capacity and minimal policing needs. 
The model must be refined to reflect the realities of seasonal populations, low service usage, and fiscal limitations of these 
communities.” 

How the PPSA and PFM Negatively Affect Small Municipalities like Summer Villages 

1. Disproportionate Financial Burden 
• Limited Tax Base: Summer villages have small populations, often seasonal, and minimal or no commercial activity. 

Adding mandatory police funding contributions strains already tight municipal budgets. 
• Flat Fee Structure: Funding formulas often fail to reflect seasonal or low-permanent population realities, treating 

summer villages similarly to full-time municipalities of comparable size. 
• No Economies of Scale: Unlike larger municipalities, summer villages cannot offset increased costs with larger 

operating budgets or broader tax bases. 

2. Lack of Local Control or Service Customization 
• Under the PPSA, the province controls police deployment and priorities. Small municipalities pay into a system 

they have no control over, often without proportional service visibility or influence. 
• Summer villages typically have very low crime rates, yet must contribute alongside higher-need jurisdictions. 

3. Inequitable Service-to-Cost Ratio 
• Contributions are rising, yet many small communities see little to no change in policing presence or 

responsiveness. 
• Some summer villages are indirectly subsidizing policing in areas with greater demands or higher crime rates. 
• The levy rose from 10 % of provincial RCMP costs in 2020 to 30 % in 2024 and will stay there unless the model is 

changed. Even with the percentage capped, RCMP wage settlements mean the actual dollar invoice climbs every 
year, crowding out core municipal services. 

• Lake-front cottages push up equalized assessment, so the formula treats many summer villages as “wealthy,” even 
though cash flow and year-round population are tiny. The 50 % weight on assessment in the PFM means per-
capita costs can exceed those of towns ten times our size. 

4. Administrative Complexity 
• For small administrations, navigating the reporting, tracking, and budgeting processes required under new funding 

models is onerous and diverts resources from other local priorities. 
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Key Points: 

• "One-size-fits-all" doesn’t work: The current funding model should recognize the unique nature of summer 
villages—seasonal, low-crime, and small tax bases. 

• Call for a tiered or exemption-based system: Advocate for a differentiated model where municipalities with 
populations under a certain threshold, or with demonstrably low police service usage, are exempt or charged a 
nominal flat rate. 

• Highlight unfairness of paying without influence: Summer villages are being asked to help fund services they have 
no say in designing or prioritizing. 

• Request for meaningful consultation and transparency: Ensure MNP hears that these communities need better 
engagement and a clearer breakdown of how their contributions translate to actual services. 

• Offer collaborative solutions: Suggest exploring shared service models, regional policing agreements, or scaled 
contributions tied to actual call volume. 

• Rural municipalities warn that the model, if extended unchanged, could “threaten the viability of some 
municipalities.” For a summer village whose entire operating budget is often under $700 k, a five-figure police 
invoice is material. 

• Small administrations must explain a complicated levy to ratepayers and bake it into tax bylaws without being 
allowed to list it as a requisition line-item (which would improve transparency). 

Statement to MNP & Government of Alberta 
As a summer village with a small, often seasonal population, we are deeply concerned about the growing financial 
demands imposed by the current Police Funding Model. We contribute to a system over which we have no control, for 
services that are rarely required or tailored to our unique needs. The model doesn’t reflect our seasonal nature, minimal 
crime rates, or limited tax capacity. We urge MNP and the Government of Alberta to develop a tiered or alternative model 
that recognizes these realities—ensuring fairness, sustainability, and accountability in how police services are funded in 
small communities. 
 
The Summer Village of Rochon Sands supports a funding model that is transparent, evidence-based, and proportionate to 
both a municipality’s ability to pay and the policing service it actually receives. The current PFM’s heavy reliance on 
equalized assessment penalizes summer village communities with small permanent populations yet high assessed 
waterfront properties; it demands escalating payments unlinked to demonstrable improvements in response times or 
officer presence. We urge the Review to (1) cap or exempt municipalities under 1 000 residents, (2) reduce the 
assessment weighting, (3) expand credits for seasonal population impacts, (4) raise the detachment-distance subsidy, and 
(5) make local service metrics and financial reporting mandatory conditions of any municipal contribution. Without these 
changes, the levy threatens the fiscal sustainability of Alberta’s summer villages while failing to deliver safer communities.
